PASTORAL CARE OF THE SICK: We want to assist those who cannot celebrate Mass with us because of ill-
ness, age or handicap.  If you or a family member desires to receive the Sacrament of Reconciliation, Eucharist or 
Anointing of the Sick at home or in the hospital, please call the PARISH OFFICE.

By LAW, hospitals cannot 
notify us when parishioners are admitted.  If you or a family member is hospitalized, please notify us.
