FAITH FORMATION REGISTRATION

Registration for Faith Formation is ongoing. Please note that
if you are unable to join us virtually, you can still register your
child for in person faith formation classes that will begin on
January 13, 2021. Please register at this time, even if you
will not be joining us until January.

For First Communion, a child must complete 2 years of Faith
Formation classes, usually beginning in first grade, with First
Communion being celebrated in May of second grade. For
Confirmation, a child must attend 3 years of Faith Formation
classes, usually beginning in eighth grade with Confirmation
being celebrated in Spring of tenth grade. There are always
exceptions to the rule, please contact Mrs. Burns, we are
always wiling to work with you to accomplish the
Sacraments for your children. Families are encouraged to
continue Faith Formation for their children even after First
Communion is completed.
